DES ON THE GO is a mobile office that facilitates access to services  
provided by the Arizona Department of Economic Security (DES).

Services Provided

•	 Nutritional Assistance (SNAP)
The Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (formerly known as Food Stamps) 
supplies EBT cards that may be used just like debit cards to buy nutritious food.

•	 Financial Assistance (TANF)
The Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF) Cash Assistance (CA) program 
provides temporary cash benefits and supportive services to the neediest of Arizona’s 
children and their families.

•	 Medical Eligibility
Assistance in determining eligibility for Arizona Health Care Cost Containment System 
(AHCCCS) Health Insurance Programs.
