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The Arizona Department of Economic Security (DES) is available on-site 
at the Human Services Campus to provide Nutrition Assistance (also 
known as SNAP), Cash Assistance and Medical Assistance, as well as 
Vocational Rehabilitation services. 

Nutrition Assistance gives monthly benefits to 
eligible participants to purchase food. 

Cash Assistance helps families meet their 
basic needs through temporary cash benefits. 

Medical Assistance, also known as Medicaid 
or AHCCCS, provides medical insurance  
coverage to low-income individuals and families. 

Vocational Rehabilitation provides services  
and supports to assist job seekers with 
disabilities meet their employment goals.
