The Division of Aging and Adult Services (DAAS) received $763,323 in Federal Fiscal Year 2010 as
a LIHEAP Leveraging Incentive award. These funds are intended to expand the state’s ability to
provide utility assistance to low income households in paying basic home energy bills. Allocations for
SFY 2011 are distributed according to the Community Action Programs and Services Funding
Formula.
